Dorothea Benton Frank 

first began to delight read-

ers with her tales of life in 

Lowcountry South Caro-

lina with the publication of 

her first book, Sullivanõs 

Island, in 1999ððwhich 

now has over a million 

copies in print. Lowcountry 

Summer, the long-time-

coming sequel to Planta-

tion, opinionated and fam-

ily-centric Caroline Wim-

bly Levine has just turned 

47, but she's less con-

cerned with advancing 

middle age than she is 

with son Eric shacking up 

with an older single mom. 

She's also dealing with a 

drunk and disorderly sis-

ter-in-law, Frances Mae; 

four nieces from hell; 

grieving brother Tripp; a 

pig-farmer boyfriend with 

a weak heart; and a seri-

ous crush on the local 

sheriff. Then there's Caro-

line's dead-but-not-

forgotten mother, Miss 

Lavinia, whose presence 

both guides and troubles 

Caroline as she tries to 

keep her unruly family 

intact and out of jail. With 

a sizable cast of minor 

characters with major atti-

tude, Frank lovingly mixes 

a brew of personalities 

who deliver nonstop 

clashes, mysteries, melt-

downs, and commentaries. 

Below the always funny 

theatrics, however, is a 

compelling saga of loss and 

acceptance. This may not 

have been Dotõs best 

book, but it was an enjoy-

able read. I havenõt found 

her characters to as be-

lievable in her last two 

books, and this one wasnõt 

quite as funny as her early 

works. None-the-less, I 

look forward every year 

to her newest work.

Childrenõs Fall Programs
